We missed all 
the judging except the colored bitches and we were 
so thankful for the club’s and judges’ willingness to 
slightly delay that judging until we could get back 
from Thorold.

Her two fabulous booster wins under breeder judges 
and the two Group 1’s made GoGo the #3 BT in Canada, which is pretty cool!   Winning the Bronze under breeder judges was a 
special thrill and we’ll always celebrate that wonderful honor!  

After the Sunday show we went back to Thorold, to the Keefer Mansion Inn for Sunday brunch.  This handsomely restored manor 
house is 122 years old and full of beautiful wood trim.  The service was excellent and the staff kindly offered to bring out water for 
our dogs.
